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Although humans are settlers and have been dwellers for much of

our history, we have lacked heimat. Now that evidence is beginning to
accumulate that we are leaving 10,000 years of Neolithic settledness
behind us, it is instructive to think about the relatively short time that

we have been settled. The so-called values that we are in the process of

giving up along with our settledness—including possessions, the
second-class status of women, the division of labor, and heimat—are
now shown to be less eternal values than functions of agriculture and
cattle breeding. Our troubled emergence from agriculture and its in-
dustrial atavisms into the still-unmapped regions of postindustrial and
posthistorical society (hinc sunt leones)* is facilitated by such consid-
erations. In this image we, the countless millions of migrants (whether

The feeling for heimat, so celebrated in prose and poetry, this mys-
terious rootedness in infantile, fetal, and transpersonal regions of the
psyche, cannot withstand the sober analysis that he who is without
heimat is both duty bound and able to undertake. It is true that just
after he leaves his heimat and begins to undertake this analysis, the
feeling for heimat will grab hold of his guts and make him feel as if
they were being turned inside out. The German word Heimweh and
the French nestalgie capture this less well than does the Portuguese
saudade. But after the transformation of expulsion into the dizziness
of freedom and the inversion of the question “Free from what?” into
“Free for what?” alluded to earlier, the mysterious rootedness comes
to be seen as obscurantist enmeshment that must be cut through like
a Gordian knot. Only then does the person analyzing himself recog-
nize the degree to which this mysterious rootedness in heimat has
clouded his ability to see reality clearly. He then realizes not only that
mmmar way those who are enmeshed
in it, and that all heimats are equal in this sense, but also that clear
judgment, decision making, and action become possible only after one
sees oneself clear of this enmeshment. In my own case, after cutting

This dialectic between one’s home and the unfamiliar [ Wohnung tnd
Ungewihnlichem], between redundancy and noise is, according to a
Hegelian analysis, the dynamic of the unhappy state of consciousness,
which to all intents and purposes is consciousness itself. Consciousness
is this oscillation between the familiar and the unfamiliar, between pri-
vate and public. Hegel says that | lose myself when I discover the world,
and I ose the world when [ find myself. Without a place to dwell T would
be unconscious, which means that without a place to dwell I would not
be. Dwelling is the foundation of my existence in the world; it is fun-
damental,

But there is more than just the dialectic between the home and the
world, between the familiar and the unfamiliar, There is also a dialec-
tic inherent in the home. in the familiar itself. By the act of remaining
open to the unfamiliar, by allowing the unfamiliar to be perceived as
information, habit and custom themselves become closed to percep-

tion. When 1 sit at my desk, 1 don’t see the papers and books that are
lying all about because I'm used to them. But [ do take note of the new
books and correspondence that arrive. Habituation covers all phe-
nomena like a blanket of cotton wool. It smoothes the sharp edges of

phenomena that it covers so that I no longer bump against them,
but [ am able to make use of them blindly. It is a little like the well
known Heidegger experiment of the slippers under the bed.” I don't
perceive my home, but | do sense it dimly, and this dim sensation is
called pretty, pleasant, or nice in aesthetics. All people have that sense
of their own homes because they are used to them.

The fact of being in which one without heimat lives presents him
with a challenge, but not with something that is necessarily disturb-
ing. The loss of the original, dimly sensed mystery of heimat has
opened him up to a different sort of mystery: the mystery of living to-
gether with others. His challenge may be expressed as follows: how can
I overcome the prejudices of the bits and pieces of mysteries that re-
side within me, and how can I break through the prejudices that are
anchored in the mysteries of others, so that together with them we may
create something beautiful out of something that is ugly? In this sense
each person who is without heimat has at least the potential of repre-
senting the awakened consciousness of all those who are settled in a
heimat. He can be a vanguard of the future. And it seems to me that
we migrants must take this function on ourselves as our profession
and calling.

What motivates tourists to choose this or that place is indetermi-
nate; the decisive factor in the decision is chance. This element of
chance gives tourism a gamelike quality so that the tourist may repre-
sent a recent hominid ancestor of an emerging Homo ludens.* (The
aleatory negentropy within the entropically planned world of neo-
capitalism as habitat of the absurd, or of man the game player.) Even
though chance governs the Brownian motion of tourism,’ there is
nonetheless a discernible goal: aloneness and community. No one from
the Americas needs to be told that community can Hourish only against
a backdrop of aloneness and that amorphous masses thwart human
relationship. Although massification in Europe has not yet reached
American proportions, tourism is a phenomenon rooted in massifi-
cation and attempts to overcome it. And so small, temporary com-
munities emerge at inns and campgrounds in secluded places on
mountaintops, beaches, lakes, and ponds. These communities, made
up of multinational and heterogeneous elements, are thrown together
by chance, and this is where a new hierarchy of choice involving
ﬂme’mnmmmgw. This is the new polis, and it
awaits a Plato to make it a utopia. The characteristic “open structure”
of these play communes is underscored by the nomadic procession of
tourists that makes communities as changeable as oases, so that while
their form (parking lot) remains constant, the camels (motor homes,
campers) change. Communications theory has a good deal of catch-
ing up to do in the area of tourism.

(1) It is information and not possessions (software not hardware)

that empowers, and (2) communication, not economics, now forms
the substructure he village (society). What this two-part formula-
tion makes clear is that the settled form of existence—the home—and
a fortiori the stable, field, hill, and stream are no longer functional, In
effect, we have begun to be nomadic. So, let us envisage nomads. No-
mads are people who pursue some goal, whether gathering mush-
rooms, killing animals, or milking sheep, and so on. Whatever their

goal, their wanderings do not come to an end when the goal has been
achieved. All goals are way stations; they are situated next to the path-
way (Greek metodos), and the wandering, taken as a whole, may be seen
as an aimless method. In contrast to the back-and-forth rushing of set-
tled people between the private and the political, the wandering of no-

mads is open-ended. This seemingly aimless wandering may, however,
De an error of perspective on the part of the settled.

The ecological catastrophe that forced humans to eat grass seed also
forced us to define ourselves, that is, to become settled and to build
walls. In this light, our settledness, which hasTasted at Teast 10,000 years,

-raybe seen as a form of imprisonment. We have been sitting in
confinement, and now we are being released. This assertion demands
that we look more closely at building, dwelling, and according to Hei-
degger, thinking as well. These ruminations began in the kitchen; now
we are forced to look around the kitchen itself and at its walls. We have
to make the transition from economics to architecture because, es-
sentially, the iypothesis that asserts that the nineties presage the end
of settledness implies that we are being released from architecture. We

will no longer con-struct, and all walls will either collapse or be brought
Jown—and not only thoss in Berlin, We will become undefined and

indefinable (but not necessarily infinite and unrestricted). Walls are our
subject.

We may now speak of a present breaching catastrophe that will make
the world uninhabitable, tear us from our homes, and expose us to
danger. The same thing could be stated more optimistically. We have
been settled for 10,000 years, perhaps as punishment for a sin that we
committed during the transition from the Paleolithic to the Neolithic.
The Paleolithic, teeming with easily hunted herbivores and luxuriat-
ing in berries and mushrooms, was paradise, and perhaps our origi-
nal sin consisted in our having settled down in it. But we have served
our time and are being released. The catastrophe is that we are now
forced to be free, And this explains our emerging interest in nomadism.
