ACTIVITIES OF THE BRITISH SCHOOL
AT CRETE (1952-1960)

Crete has continued to be a main scene of
the School’s activities. Mrs. M. Seiradaki has
published the pottery from Pendlebury’s ex-

cavations at Karphi in Lasithi in 1938-9 (BSA
55 (1960), p. 1 f.). In 1955 submarine explo-
rations were made at selected points on the
north and south coasts ofthe island (J. Leatham
and M.S.F. Hood, BSA 53-4 (1958-9), p. 263 f.).
Geometric cemeteries excavated in the area
of Knossos before the war were published by
J. Brock, Fortetsa (1957), and Proto-geome-
tric graves found at Ayios loannis north of
Knossos in 1939, together with others cleared
in 1953 by J. Boardman (BSA 55 ( 1960),
p. 128 f.). A Late Minoan Warrior Grave, and
Late Minoan tholos tombs, together with some
Geometric graves excavated by R.W. Hutchin-
son between 1938-40 have been published by
him in BSA 49 (1954), p. 215 f.; 51 (1956),
p. 68 f. An archaeological Survey ofthe Knossos
Area compiled by Hood with a map surveyed by
D. Smollett was published in 1958.

Work in the Middle Minoan cemetery on the
slopes of Ailias East of the Kairatos stream at
Knossos was completed by Hood in 1953. At
the request of the Ephor of Antiquities, N.
Platon, a Warrior Grave of the Late Minoan
period, with fine bronze weapons and a gold
cup, was cleared by Hood in 1953 at Ayios
loannis (BSA 51 (1956), p.81 f.). A second Late
Minoan chamber tomb was cleared at Ayios
loannis in 1958, and a Middle Minoan built
tholos tomb was explored on Gypsades south
ofthe Palace of Minos in 1957. A Late Mi-
noan cemetery further south of Gypsades was
excavated by Hood, G. Huxley and Miss N.
Sandars in 1954 (BSA 53-4 (1958-9), p. 194 f.).
Roman tombs on the site of the new hos-
pital immediately north of the Palace of
Minos were cleared by P. de Jong (1952) and
J.M. Cook (1953). An early Christian Basilica
church built above part of the cemetery with
graves, some of which seem to be Christian,
came to light here in 1953 and was subse-
quently explored by W. Frend (1955-60). From
1957-60 M. Gough completed the clearing of
the Roman Villa Dionysos with fine mosaic
pavements which was partly excavated just
before the war.

In 1957 a campaign of systematic excavations
was begun in the area of the Minoan city at
Knossos. In the course of these a sanctuary of
the Classical period was found and explored
on the north slopes of Gypsades immediately
south of the Palace (1957-60). A sounding into
the Neolithic deposits below the Central Court
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of the later Palace of Minos was begun in 1957
and completed by J. Evans in 1958-60.

The main series of excavations from 1957
onwards have had as their object the obtaining
of stratified deposits of all the Minoan periods
with a view to testing and where necessary am-
plifying or correcting the system of Minoan
periods devised by Sir Arthur Evans. In the
main the results of the excavations have con-
firmed the validity of the system of Evans at
Knossos, although some modifications are ne-
cessary, particularly in regard to the phases
of Early Minoan. The three main areas of ex-
cavation inside the Minoan city were beside,
the Late Minoan houses on Gypsades excavat-
ed by Hogarth in 1900, and on the south and
north sides of the Royal Road immediately
West of the Palace. In 1961 these stratigraphic
excavations were brought to a close with the
completion of work in the sounding on the
north side of the Royal Road. This site had
been chosen because it was next to the Armoury
explored by Evans from 1904 onwards. Here
Evans recovered an interesting series of Linear
B tablets listing military equipment and sup-
plies in the ruins of a building which he assig-
ned to the Late Minoan Il period. But in the
new sounding since 1957, although several
scraps of tablets have been found, they all
appear to have come from a mixed deposit of
rubbish with pottery of all periods ranging
from Neolithic to the end of Late Minoan IlII.
The latest Minoan building in this area of
which any substantial traces remain seems to
have been destroyed during the Late Minoan
| B period. A large deposit with many fine
decorated vases assignable to the Late Minoan
I B period was recovered here in 1959-61. The
largest part of this deposit, which was only
found last year, included the upper part of a
large jar with octopus designs in the finest
Marine Style, and several seal stones. Other
finds from the Late Minoan | B deposit include
the debris of an ivory worker’s shop and some
complete ivory objects, notably an ivory bird,
perhaps a dove, carved in the round, and the
arm of a statuette grasping a dagger-like object.
A number of fragments of similar dut even
larger ivory statuettes was recovered in 1957
from Late Minoan deposits in the sounding on
the south side of the Royal Road.

KNOSSOS
NEOLITHIC EXCAVATIONS 1960

The Neolithic excavations begun in 1957 on
the site of the Bronze Age Palace at Knossos
were completed by Professor John Evans of
London University during four weeks of Au-
gust and September 1960.

The South-West quarter (A) of the main
11-metre square sounding in the Central Court
was carried down through the lowest Neolithic
(Early Neolithic 1) levels to the rock. The top
of the Early Neolithic ! deposits at this point
was found to be only three metres below the
surface of the Central Court. A series of small
compartments, with flimsy clay walls, some-
times on stone foundations, appeared to be
working areas, since one of the compartments
contained a clay-lined cooking hole, in which
lay an ox jaw-bone; but others may have been
pens for animals. Immediately below this com-
plex was another, consisting of more solid
walls of stones faced with mud plaster, but again
more like out-buildings than houses.

A striking series of figurines was the most
interesting find from these Early Neolithic 1
levels. They differed completely from the series
of clay figurines found in the upper levels in
this quarter in 1959, being made of stone or
shell, and representing standing figures (ex-
cept in one case) with elongated featureless
heads, which bear a strong resemblance to
Cycladic types.

Below these two Early Neolithic 1 archite-
ctural levels came a thick, almost featureless
deposit corresponding with the similar level
found in the S.E. quarter (C) of the sounding
in 1959. Below this was a room of about the
same shape and dimensions as the one found in
1959 in the S.E. quarter (C) and adjacent to
it. This had a similar floor of stamped mud,
with two cooking holes, while in the North
West corner a small area enclosed by lines of
stones had a flooring of baked clay. As usual
the floor had been kept clean and little mate-
rial was found on it. This second room had a
door in the North East corner which opened
upon the cobbled area found in 1959 to the
North.

Between the remains just described and bed-
rock there lay rather over a metre of deposit,
and the excavation of this brought the most
surprising discoveries of the year. Here was a
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series of architectural remains constructed,
not of packed mud on stone foundations as
elsewhere in the Neolithic levels, but to a large
extent of fired mud brick. The bricks were of
different sizes, and stones, often discarded
quernstones, were sometimes mixed indiscri-
minately with them, rather than set below
them as foundations. In the highest of these
levels with the burnt mud-bricks were the re-
mains of a rectangular room, on the floor of
which traces of what were probably two re-
ctangular brick ovens, with a pit beside them
into which the ashes of fires appeared to have
been raked.

Below this again was another room which
appeared to have been several times remodelled
with floors at different levels. This was the ear-
liest building on the site, and the foundation
of its East wall went down almost to bedrock.
Below the West wall, however, was a gap of
about 0.25-0.30 m. between the bottom of the
wall and the lowest floor, which was at the
same level, and bedrock. In the dark deposit
which filled the gap was a small «cemetery»
of children. There were 7 skeletons in all, rang-
ing from the foetal stage to about 8 years of
age (Plate 227 a). They were strung out more or
less in a line, though in some cases interments
had been made one above the other. There
was no special orientation, but all that were
sufficiently well preserved to see, were in the
crouched position. An eighth child skeleton
just to the West had been interred in a small
pit cut into bedrock and covered by a stone
(Plate 227 b).

In the central part of this S. end of the main
sounding (AC), also below the level of the lo-
west Early Neolithic | building, were found
remains of what appeared to be a corn-drying
area. Here was much carbonised grain, in an
area circumscribed by a ring of stake-holes,
the foot of one of which was well preserved in
a carbonised condition.

In the last 0.30-0.40 m. of the deposit pot-
tery became extremely rare, then disappeared
entirely. This presumably means that there
was a phase before pottery production was
properly organised on the new site, not that
the people were in a «pre-pottery» stage when
they arrived. On the other hand stone querns
and mortars are exceptionally common in the
lowest levels, and show a wide variety of sha-
pes. Finds of exceptional interest in these lowest
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Early Neolithic 1 levels were small pieces of
blue frit and malachite, and two bone spatulae
similar to those found in early contexts in Ana-
tolia; also a small clay female figurine of a new
type. The bedrock itselfwas full of pits and stake
and post-holes, but it was impossible to make out
any plans of structure, other than the one men-
tioned.

What seemed to be the North wall of a sub-
stantial house of the Middle Neolithic period
was showing in the South side of the main
sounding. A new area was opened to the South
of the sounding in the hope of recovering so-
mething of a plan of this house. The house had
been much destroyed, but a most interesting
seated male figurine and a group ofclay weights
(perhaps loom weights) were recovered here.

A small cutting near what appears to be the
extreme North edge of the Neolithic settlement
just North of the Palace borders produced no
remains of the Late Neolithic period; these
may have been removed by erosion of the site
or owing to other disturbances in later times.
Below the ruins of Middle Neolithic house was
another of E.N. 2 date, a feature of which were
small «cupboards» containing pots, similar to
those found in the M.N. house in the main
sounding in 1959. Bedrock was reached 2.75
m. below the Minoan surface here. A little
E.N. 1 pottery was found at the bottom, but
there was no real E.N. 1 level, and it seems a
legitimate conclusion that the E.N. 1 settle-
ment was smaller than that of later phases. The
M.N. and E.N. 2 houses had an identical orien-
tation to those found in the main sounding
under the Central Court, which confirms over-
all planning of the settlement from E.N. 2
times. It was noticeable that the orientation
of the E.N. 1 houses in the main sounding was
somewhat, though not greatly, different, and
differed slightly from house to house in these
levels. So planning may only have started with
the E.N. 2 expansion and may indicate a stri-
cter organisation of the community.

EXCAVATIONS AT KNOSSOS, 1960

Excavations at Knossos were continued dur-
ing six weeks ofJuly and August by the Director
assisted by Messrs. N. Coldstream, H. Sackett,
E. Jones, A. Snodgrass, G. Cadogan and Mrs.

D. French in charge of different areas. Miss S.
Hoult and Mr. J. Burd acted as architects,
Mrs. Snodgrass and Mrs. Jones as draughtsmen.

1. Classical Sanctuary on Gypsades south of
the Palace. Excavation of the Sanctuary be-
gun in 1957 was completed. Work was mainly
concentrated in the north-west part of the area.
At the end of the season all the excavations
were filled with the help of a bulldozer.

The Temple foundations discovered last
year were further examined, and from a de-
posit of votives found running beneath the foun-
dation blocks it appears that the Temple was
built in the 4th century B.C. No trace of any
earlier Temple was detected, but there were
remains of what appears to have been an earlier
terrace wall (A) cut by the Temple foundations.
The back of the Temple on the west coincided
with a well-preserved terrace wall (B), (Plate
227 c) beyond which had been dumped a mass
of Sanctuary debris, forming a heap with alter-
nate layers of ash and small stones full of ter-
racottas and other votives, some in the earlier
levels Classical, but mostly Hellenistic in date.
On the north, down the slope of the hill, this
mound of debris was held in place by a retain-
ing wall (C). Large numbers of clay lamps dat-
ing from the 1st century A.D. were found above
this pile of debris. Also to this Roman period
belong a number of small clay ovens, built in
the open air outside the retaining wall. These
had apparently been used for cooking, perhaps
on the occasion of festivals at the Sanctuary.
Still later, and presumably after the Temple
and Sanctuary had gone out of use, a large
building with concrete foundations about half
a metre or more deep was erected in this north-
west part of the Sanctuary area. This appears
to date from the 4th century A.D. or later,
and may have been a house or farm.

Objects recovered this year include a remar-
kable fibula with the bow of bone or ivory in
the form of a bird with two smaller birds on
its back ( Plate 227 d).

2. Royal Road: north side. Excavation was
continued in depth in the Minoan sounding
on the north side of the Royal Road. A well
containing Late Archaic pottery of about 500
B.C. was of considerable interest, since little
or no material of this period had previously
been recovered at Knossos. A few more scraps
of Linear B tablets were found; but it was
realised that all the scraps of tablets so far reco-
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vered here come from a deposit of rubbish fill-
ing great pits left by quarrying for stones from
earlier buildings. The precise date of this quar-
rying cannot be fixed with precision until the
pottery from the fill of rubbish has been exa-
mined in detail. The impression to date is that
the quarrying took place some time after the
great destruction at the end of Late Minoan 11
(about 1400 B.C.), perhaps in connection with
the building of fortifications for the existence
of which in a late period at Knossos there is
some slight evidence (see below (4)).

Some, and perhaps all, of the new fragments
of Linear B tablets belong to the same group
as those found by Evans in the Armoury a few
metres to the east. There seems little doubt that
they date from the Late Minoan 11 period,
as Evans thought, although the deposit of rub-
bish from which they came appears to be later.

On the other hand the debris from an Ivory
worker’s shop ( Plate 228 a), part of which was
cleared last year, was evidently in the ruins of
a building which had been destroyed apparent-
ly by fire at the time of the great destruction
of the Palace itself about 1400 B.C. A mass
of fragmentary pottery, some with decoration
characteristic of the Late Minoan Il period
but much of it with designs in a style more ty-
pical of Late Minoan IB, was mingled with
the ivory objects and chips of ivory waste.
The building with the ivory-worker’s shop ap-
pears to have been substantial, although little
except the foundations had survived the inten-
sive quarrying of Late Minoan 111 times.

A remarkable find among the ivories was
the figure of a bird (dove?) (Plate 228 b), se-
mi-flattened, but worked in relief on both sides
and in very fine condition. The surface had
been polished, except in places (round the head,
for example, and the upper edge of the wing)
where it had probably been covered with gold
leaf in its original state.

A probe was made to the rock, below the
level of the floor of the building with the ivo-
ries, revealing Late Minoan IA, Middle Mi-
noan I11B and Middle Minoan IA deposits. In
one place Middle Minoan IA buildings ap-
peared to be well-preserved.

3. Trials in
Palace. Small soundings were made in the area
of the Early Minoan Il Houses on the south
edge of the Palace in the hopes of recovering
stratified Early Minoan material. These revea-
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led successive floors, the latest at any rate dat-
ing from Middle Minoan A. Below were de-
posits that may be classifiable as Early Minoan,
with Neolithic beneath them. There seems to
be no trace of Early Minoan | here.

4. Minoan fortification wall (?) by the South
House. A massive wall, over 2 metres thick,
on the south edge of the South House looks
very much as if it had been built for de-
fence. The wall is not marked on any existing
plan of the Palace, and does not appear to have
been described by Evans. Tests revealed that
it was founded on the rock, not at a great depth
below the surface here. Unfortunately no dat-
ing evidence was obtained, although from the
position of the wall it appears most probable
that it was built after the destruction of the
South House in Late Minoan times; but it
might be earlier. It would be interesting if the
building of such a defence wall could be equat-
ed with the intensive quarrying for stone observ-
ed on the north side of the Royal Road.

5. Late Minoan tombs south of the Palace.
At the request of Dr. Platon, Ephor of Antiqui-
ties for Crete, a group of four tombs revealed
by deep ploughing on the slopes east of the Kai-
ratos stream opposite the Temple Tomb was
examined. The tombs were all close together,
and three of them cut into each other. One,
perhaps the latest, was an ordinary chamber
tomb with a single burial in a wooden coffin
accompanied by three steatite «blossom bowls»
( Plate 229 a). The other three tombs were ofa
peculiar type, with chambers open on one side
which had been blocked by a massive wall,
like the pit-caves found by Evans in the Zafer
Papoura cemetery. One with larnax burials
had been thoroughly plundered and wrecked.
Another produced a jar decorated in the finest
Late Minoan 11 «Palace Style». The third
tomb had been re-used three times with the
floor at three different levels, a single burial
on each floor, two of them in wooden coffins
(Plate 229b). In the cases of the second bu-
rial the wooden coffin was clearly traceable,
long and narrow like a modern coffin, with
low feet at the corners.

6. Trials west of the main Herakleion
At the request of Dr. Platon trials were made
along the west side of the main Herakleion
road opposite the modern entrance to the Pa-
lace where widening of the road is contemplat-
ed. Roman, Classical, Geometric, Protogeo-

metric, and Minoan deposits ranging from
Middle Minoan IA onwards, were noted here.
An interesting group of Late Geometric vases
was recovered from a circular pit, which may
have been an abortive well.

EARLY CHRISTIAN BASILICA CHURCH

Early Christian Basilica Church on the site of
the new hospital ( Plate 229 d). Supplementary
investigations were made by Dr. W.H.C. Frend
of Cambridge University during two weeks of
September with the object of learning more
about the annexes to the north and south of the
Early Christian Church in the Roman ceme-
tery area north of the ancient city.

On the south side of the Church a structure
which was originally thought to have been a
large Roman tomb was examined. It now seems
that this may in fact have been the bottom of
a low campanile or bell-tower. It was rectan-
gular, measuring about 3 by 2 metres, and
built of massive blocks of limestone. The foun-
dations were comparatively shallow, but the
amount of building debris overlying the struc-
ture suggested that it might have been tower-
like. Inside at ground level was a room with a
cobbled floor whith continued outside across a
passage 1.45 m. wide dividing the structure
from the south wall of the Church. In the room
were traces of occupation by squatters after
the Church had fallen into disuse. Below the
cobbled floor and continuing underneath the
north wall of the structure was a large stone-
lined tomb containing four levels of burials,
both adults and children.

On the north side of the Church a cobbled
courtyard was revealed beyond the annexe
abutting on the north aisle of the Church. On
the west this courtyard was bounded by a wall
which was traced for some eighteen metres
running north-east at an angle from the Church.
Thewall seems to have been originally construct-
ed as a boundary between two parts of the ce-
metery. It was earlier than the Church in date,
and a lamp with a peacock design assigned to
the 2nd or 3rd century A.D. was found in the
debris of its foundations. Below the courtyard
were tombs of the Roman period. These had
not the strict north-east-south-west orientation
of the tombs on the south side of the Church,
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and are therefore more likely to have been pa-
gan than Christian. Below the skull of one of the-
se burials was a silver signet ring with an en-
graved carnelian gem thought to be Hermes
carrying a cloak over his shoulder and a fish
in his right hand ( Plate 229 c).

It now seems clear that the Church itself
was built early in the 6th century A.D., no
in the 7th century or later as was originally
thought to be the case. The Church covered
two distinct areas of graves, one where the gra-
ves were strictly orientated north-east-south-
west, and the other with graves not strictly
orientated although most of them lay north-
south. It seems likely that the first group of
graves were Christian and the church itself
was built therefore on top of what had been the
Christian area of the cemetery in the 3rd and
4rd centuries A.D. From the literature (Euse-
bius, H.E. V. 23) it is known that a Christian
bishopric existed at Knossos by 170 A.D.

SINCLAIR HOOD

SCAVI A FESTOS 1960 (Tav. 230- 2)

Gli scavi effettivi a Festos sono durati dal
1 Agosto al 3 Settembre, ma sono stati preceduti
peraltro da mold lavori di sistemazioni dei
materiali e di riordinamento del Museo stra-
tigrafico. Hanno partecipato a tali lavori, as-
sieme al Direttore e a tutti gli alunni della
Scuola compreso il Dr. Scichilone, gli ex-alunni
Dott. Clelia Laviosa, Dott. Lucia Guerrini e
Dott. Luigi Rocchetti, la prima dal 30 Luglio
alia fine di Agosto e gli altri due per gli interi
mesi di Luglio e Agosto; la Dott. Laviosa ha
in seguito, dal 1 al 10 Settembre, fatto delle
escursioni in Attica e nel Peloponneso onde ap-
profondire lo studio affidatole sulla ceramica
della fase micenea a Creta, e la Dott. Guerrini
nello stesso periodo ha visitato alcune isole
dell’Egeo. L’Arch. Fiandra, continuando le sue
indagini sulla tecnica dell’ architettura mi-
noica, ha studiato inoltre il problema del pas-
saggio attraverso al Corridoio 7 del Palazzo di
Festbs, in maniera da lasciar visibile in basso
il lastricato del corridoio del 1 Palazzo, nonche
il problema di un’eventuale copertura di questo
delicato ambiente. La Dott. Pelagatti si ¢
trattenuta nell’isola dall'inizio di Luglio alia
fine di Ottobre, per coordinare i lavori dei
fotografi a della disegnatrice, nonche I'ordi-
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namento dei materiali nel Museo e la loro ca-
talogazione, e ha inoltre avviato uno studio sul
forno del quartiere geometrico della citta sul
margine meridionale del Palazzo. Hanno atteso
all’allestimento delle fotografie la Signorina
Monica Brill, trattenutasi nell'isola per i tre
mesi di Luglio-Settembre, e il Signor Guido Ciar-
niello, che invece ha soggiornato a Festos dal
15 Luglio alia fine di Agosto. La Signorina
Andy Seuffert e stata aggregata alia missione
per eseguire disegni ed acquerelli dei piii signi-
ficativi trovamenti, trattenendosi a Candia
dalla meta di Giugno alia meta di Agosto.

Nella campagna del 1960 la Scuola Archeo-
logica Italiana di Atene da un lato ha conti-
nuato gli scavi sul margine occidentale dei
primitivi palazzi minoici di Festos, alio scopo
di arrivare a un limite ben definito dei ruderi
antichi e iniziare la sistemazione di tutte le
rovine al pubblico; dall’ altro ha ripreso i son-
daggi per determinare I'estensione della cittb
nei vari periodi dell' antichita, nonche studiare
i caratteri dei resti archeologici delle case pri-
mitive in confronto con quelli dei palazzi mi-
noici.

Sul margine occidentale dei palazzi sono
stati messi in luce tre vani dell’abitato geome-
trico, che s’e sovrapposto parzialmente al la-
stricato del piazzale occidentale antistante il
palazzo, e si estendeva piu a Ovest di esso al
medesimo livello. Uno dei tre vani (GG) e
collocato a Occidente e in comunicazione col
vano CC precedentemente scavato, gli altri
due (FF e HH) a Nord di esso; ma tutti e tre i
vani sono fiancheggiati a Ovest da una bella
strada lastricata che scende il colle da Nord,
e che all’altezza del vano GG piega verso Ovest,
strada fiancheggiata sul lato opposto alle case
da un muretto alto circa m. 0,50, e che nel
punto della svolta verso Ovest invece che le
consuete lastre presentava come uno sbarra-
mento di pietre poste per ritto, verisimilmente
per arrestare possibili slittamenti di carri nella
curva.

Cosi si e raggiunto un possibile confine
della zona archeologica, e nello stesso tem-
po s’e procurato qualche elemento di una
fisionomia urbanistica all’abitato geometrico.
A Sud del vano GG non vi sono altri vani,
ma solo un muretto di contenimento, a una
certa distanza e per protezione dell’ampio
vano AA, precedentemente scavato, e di uno
piu piccolo (EE) messo in luce ora presso al
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suo spigolo sud-ovest. Sotto al livello geome-
trico a Sud di GG s’6 scavato fmo alia roccia
scoprendo profondamente resti di abitazioni
e suppellettili dei palazzi minoici, muri minoici
che sono collegati con altri da noi scavati sotto
ai pavimenti dei vani AA e CC. Rimossi in un
sol blocco i resti di un focolare ovale sul pavi-
mento geometrico in AA si sono trovati pre-
cisamente cospicui muri di due stanze della
tarda fase protopalaziale, sulla sommita dei
quali posavano le pietre poste per ritto del fo-
colare stesso, mentre sotto la base di essi in
qualche punto si sono trovati presso alia roccia
piu modesti ruderi di muri e resti di suppel-
lettili delle fasi precedenti. Una stratigrafia
assai completa si € potuta osservave sotto il
focolare —lasciato in posto— nel centro del
vano CC: qui muri, pavimenti e frammenti
ceramici hanno testimoniato ricostruzioni dell’
abitato in eth micenea, nell'etit tardo-pa-
laziale, nella terza fase proto-palaziale, come
in una fase precedente, fmo, presso alia roccia,
ai ruderi di case pre-palaziali corrispondenti
a quelli scavati pib ad est sotto al lastricato del
piazzale occidentale.

Per i saggi nella citta di Festos ¢ stato scelto
un quartiere che si estendeva lungo il pendio
del colle subito sotto all’angolo sud-est del cor-
tile centrale del palazzo. Tutta I'area ha ri-
sentito fortemente della frana che ha travolto
quest’ala del palazzo; molti resti di muri e di
ruderi in varie direzioni affioravano un po’
dappertutto sul terreno. Si sono aperti due fo-
colari di scavo, a poca distanza I'uno dall’altro,
in locality detta Halara (XaAapa) i quali hanno
dimostrato I'estensione della citth da questa
parte a cominciare dall’inizio dell’etk palaziale
se non prima, come pure la manomissione della
zona attraverso a tutti i tempi sino all’avanzata
etk ellenistica, manomissione che tuttavia ha
lasciato i ruderi assai importanti e significativi,
e tali da offrirci il quadro piu consistente fi-
nora acquisito dai nostri scavi per la storia edi-
lizia della citta. Infatti nella fase dell’'eta sto-
rica le costruzioni sono awenute, lungo il ri-
pido declivio del colle scendente da Ovest verso
Est come anche da Nord verso Sud, con una
sistemazione a terrazze, terrazze ritagliate fra
i ruderi spesso lasciando tuttavia alle spalle e
piu in alto degli edifici di nuova costruzione
resti di quelli antichi, fino proprio a quelli
iniziali.

Nella sezione nord precisamente una casa di
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vari piccoli ambienti, di cui uno pavimentato in
stucco bianco, e stato fondato proprio verso I'i-
nizio dell’eta protopalaziale, e dopo la distru-
zione riempita di frammenti ceramici che hanno
dato resti di quasi un centinaio di vasi, compren-
denti alcuni delle piu antiche fasi palaziali come
quella della categoria da noi chiamata di H.
Fotini, similmente al riempimento a suo tempo
scoperto sotto ad alcuni pavimenti appunto nel
quartiere di H. Fotini; alia piu antica casa s’e
sovrapposta, a un livello di un metro pm in
alto, una seconda, della quale si sono scavate
due stanze disposte a L, e un corridoio. La mag-
giore delle due stanze presenta un pavimento
a lastre di gesso e due banchine, originaria-
mente pure ricoperte di lastre alabastrine, su
una delle quali posavano vari vasi e una delle.
consuete lampade protopalaziali a superficie
rossa lucente, materiali che datano la constru-
zione nella seconda fase protopalaziale. Una
terza casa di simile etk € stata scavata un po’
piil a monte della precedente, e addossato a
questa un piccolo pozzetto cilindrico, senza
intonaco sui fianchi e sul fondo, di uso incerto.
Piii a Sud di questo primo gruppo, sopra a tre
altri vani protopalaziali che hanno lasciato
scarsi ruderi, s’e posato, fondandosi su una mas-
sicciata di pietre di riempimento, un quartiere
dell’eta protogeometrica, che ha palesato tre
successivi rimaneggiamenti di questa medesima
etk Un’ancora piii radicale trasformazione ha
subito la zona in eta ellenistica, quando sulla
terrazza piu bassa dell'area da noi scavata,
ai margini del quartiere minoico in parte ab-
battuto a questo scopo, si e levato un ampio
edificio, di cui abbiamo scavato tre spaziose
stanze. La maggiore di queste presenta una
vasca in muratura, presso alia quale posavano
sul terreno due mezzi pithoi rovesci, elementi
che hanno suggerito che I’edificio fosse una fab-
brica di «pesi>> discoidali da rete in terracotta,
dei quali s’e trovato un notevole numero in
tutte le stanze, alcuni con iscrizioni, mentre
una catasta di altri ancora crudi e quindi pronti
per la cottura, giaceva sul pavimento. Degli
edifici di etk ellenistica di una terrazza piu
alta, proprio sul ciglio superiore del nostro scavo,
s’e messo in luce solo un profondo pozzo a bot-
tiglia.

Una simile alternanza di relitti di edifici di
etk diverse si presenta anche nella sezione sud
dello scavo, dove avanzi di edifici medio-mi-
noici, e resti ceramici posti in mezzo ad essi,
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si sono rinvenuti vicino a due lunghi muri pa-
ralleli di terrazzamento estesi in direzione nord-
sud. Sotto I’estremita di uno di questi s’e notato
un deposito di frammenti ceramici, sigillati da
una colata di astraki, appartenenti e eta pre-
palaziale e all'inizio della prima fase protopa-
laziale. Sotto all’estremita meridionale del pivi
basso dei due muri di terrazzamento e venuto
in luce un vano della piu tarda eta micenea,
di cui si sono conservate tre pareti, mentre
quella orientale e stata asportata da una frana,
che nella sua caduta ha lasciato presso al ciglio
del pavimento conservato una teierina di tipo
Patrikies; piu in la invece sul medesimo pavi-
mento giaceva un’anforetta a staffa apparte-
nente alia suppellettiie della stanza micenea
stessa. Pitt in alto di questa stanza, sulla china
del colle, sempre presso all’estremita meridio-
nale dei due muri di terrazzamento, si sono
conservati invece ruderi dell’eta geometrica,
tra cui quelli di un ampio vano lastricato con
resti di focolare presso al quale giacevano di-
versi vasi. La parte nord di questa stanza era
costeggiata da una strada geometrica scendente
da Sud-Ovest, dove passava davanti a una grotta
contenente uno strata alto di ceramica geome-
trica e uno piii basso di ceramica protopalaziale.
L’eta ellenistica invece e rappresentata, oltre
che dai resti di un piccolo vano a Ovest
della stanza geometrica, da un grandioso edi-
ficio sottostante all’ inferiore dei due muri
di terrazzamento, edificio consistente in una
ben costruita scala a due rampe, in parte
limitata da grandi lastroni rettangolari, colle
spalle posate sui muri e riempimenti minoici,
scala che scende in un vasto ambiente non an-
cora completamente sgomberato. Numerosi
frammenti ceramici ellenistici aderenti al pavi-
mento ne determinano I'eta.

Degna di nota I'assenza di relitti di eta romana
da entrambe le aree cittadine, fatto che si puo
ricollegare con la notizia fornitaci da Strabone
della distruzione di Festas da parte di Gortina
verso la meta del Il sec. a. C. La scarsita, qui
come nell’area del palazzo, di relitti micenei,
e al contrario I’entita dei ruderi del periodo
geometrico, testimoniano I'esistenza a Festas
di uno dei piu grandi centri finora conosciuti
dell’eta omerica: citta geometrica di cui un trat-
to di cinta dell’acropoli e stato da noi messo,
in luce sulla sommita del colle presso la zona del
Museo stratigrafico, acropoli di cui abbiamo
vista resti di strade scendenti alia citta bassa.

sul versante nord-est presso H. Fotini, su quello
sud-est presso Halara, a Ovest presso S. Gior-
gio in Falandra, mentre piii in la a Ovest altri
ruderi sono stati constatati anticamente fin sulle
pendici dell’Aphendi Christos.

Interrompue depuis 1938 (k cause de la guerre
et de ses suites), I’exploration du site de Mallia
a eta reprise au mois d’aoiit 1946 par I’Ecole
frangaise d’Athenes. Des sondages et des veri-
fications ont 6t6 faits en 1946 et 1947; des re-
cherches plus importantes on €ta menees dans
les campagnes de 1948, 1949, 1951, 1952, 1953,
1956 et 1957. La fouille du palais a eta comple-
tae; et l'attention des chercheurs s’est portae
sur les quartiers d’habitations environnant le
complexe palatial: quartiers Z et maison E.

En 1960 a eta acheve le deblaiement de la
cour Ouest, avec, pour la partie Nord, la col-
laboration du Service hellenique des Antiquitas.
La cour ( Planche 233 a) se presente comme un
vaste quadrilatere pave d’'un calderim bien con-
serve le long de la fagade du palais; au centre
affleurentdes alignements appartenant a des con-
structions antarieures (tessons du style de Vassi-
liki). La cour est traversee d’une chaussee dallee
Nord-Sud, avec un systeme ttas intaressant de
voies secondaires dans la moitie Sud; I’existence
de ces voies souligne le role capital que les
silos jouaient dans la vie du Palais. La fonction
economique de celui-ci semble encore accusee
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par la dicouverte d'une s6rie de magasins,
destines pour la plupart a abriter des pithoi. Cet
ensemble date de la lere epoque, et se trouve
en bon Atat de conservation.

A la maison de la plage (maison ©), qui a
abriti une interessante installation artisanale
de la premiere Apoque, on a proc~de a des net-
toyages compldmentaires.

Entre le quartier Aet I’entrAe N.O. du palais,
un mur d’ammouda rep6ré en 1957 s’est TéVEie
appartenir a un vaste ensemble architectural
que l'on appellera provisoirement «crypte hy-
postyle». Sur 21 m. de long et sur 5 m. de large
se succedent 5 salles d’apparat communiquant
entre elles, dont le sol est situé a 2 m. au-dessous
du niveau de la rue (Planche 233 b, c).

Cette enfilade de pieces communique avec
une suite de magasins situds k un niveau
sup6rieur. Sols et parois des murs 6taient stuquis;
les pieces 1 et 5 sont bordies de 3 cotAs par
des banquettes igalement stuquAes. Trois ba-
ses de colonnes ont €l€ ddcouvertes en pla-
ce; en maints endroits on conserve I'em-
preinte des montants de portes, des gonds ou
des taquets de fermeture aujourd’hui disparus.
Pour la premiere fois k Mallia, on a la hauteur
des pieces fouillies: la porte et la fenetre sApa-
rant les pieces 4 et 5 ont des embrasures stuquies
qui ont €i¢ dégagAes entieres. Quelques beaux
vases ont 6t6 retrouvAs au Nord de cet ensemble
dans un batiment plus ancien. Selon H. Van
Effenterre, la crypte hypostyle pourrait con-
stituer une sorte d’aile avancée du premier
palais.
