Abstract

Digital space has become an integral part of people's everyday life.The continuous flow of
information between digital and physical space, as well as the recording of public life, by
embedded surveillance technologies in the urban fabric blur the boundaries between public
and private space. In this context, we firstly presented the ways that physical and digital space
interact with each other, and then showed how modern technologies, and more specifically
CCTV (Closed Circuit Television) monitoring systems and the Internet, contribute to the
transformation of the concept of public space. From the theoretical analysis emerged the
concept of privacy, which we then studied in conjunction with the monitoring of public space
by CCTV monitoring systems. The empirical research was based on the completion of a
questionnaire (N = 120) for the City of London. The results showed that the sample, while
recognizing the importance of freedom and autonomy in public spaces, support CCTV camera
surveillance by exchanging their privacy with the sense of security that continuous

monitoring provide.
