THE PALACE OF NESTOR (1952 - 1959)

The "Palace of Nestor” was discovered in
1939 by a joint Hellenic-American expedition,
in which the late K. Kourouniotis represented
the Greek Archaeological Service and C. W.
Blegen the University of Cincinnati.
niotis had previously excavated two tholos
tombs in the region north of the Bay of Nava-
rino, and had observed traces of several others.
We believed the tholoi to be royal tombs and
conjectured that a palace might exist in the
neighborhood. Trial trenches on a flattopped
hill (Epano Englianos) some 4 km. south ox
the village of Chora in April 1939 revealed
substantial remains of a Mycenaean palace ox
considerable size which was obviously a capi-
tal and administrative center, since it possessed
an archives room that yielded more than 600

Kourou-
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clay tablets inscribed in the Linear B script.
Plans for a systematic excavation, beginning in
1940, were interrupted by the outbreak of
World War 11, and it was only in 1952 that the
work could be resumed. Meanwhile Kourou-
niotis had died (1945) and Professor Sp. Ma-
rinates was appointed as his successor. Marina-
tes suggested a division of responsibilities, pre-
ferring to investigate settlements and cemeteries
in a broader area and leaving the palace to the
Cincinnati contingent. This work has now
continued in ten annual campaigns, usually of
three months each, and the task is approaching
completion.

The palace consists of a complex of four prin-
cipal and several minor structures all of which
were destroyed in a tremendous fire about 1200
B.C. The walls still stand in many places to a
height of 1 m. or more; they were coated with
plaster and in all important rooms bore fre-
scoes. Floors were usually paved with stucco.
Several stairways led to an upper story,
missing. The main building, approached
through a propylon from the southeast, con-
tains a court on which faced the megaron,
with portico, vestibule and throne-room. In
the latter stood four columns supporting a
balcony and a clerestory, below which was a
circular raised hearth, 4 m. in diameter. To the
right beside the north wall was the place for
the throne. The whole arrangement is like that
at Mycenae and Tiryns. Corridors on each side
of the throne room open into magazines and
storerooms which also continue behind the
great hall. Five pantries near the southwestern
corner were found filled with pottery, mostly
plain, including nearly 3.000 kylikes and bet-
ween 3.000 and 4.000 vessels of other shapes,
which chanced to be standing on the wooden
shelves on the day of the great fire. Several oil
magazines contained numerous jars in which
oil had been kept. In the upper story were the
domestic quarters and the sleeping rooms of the
king and his family.

The southwestern building was also used for
residential purposes. It was probably the first
element of the palace to be built; and when
superseded by the central building it continued
to be used perhaps for the dowager queen or for
the crown prince. This building also had an
entrance hall with columns and to the southwest
probably a throne room. This building had
suffered much more damage than the others.

now
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To the northeast is a fairly large structure
with some seven rooms, presumably used as a
palace workshop for repair of metal and lea-
ther goods. In the southern corner is apparently
a small shrine facing a court in which stands a
large block of poros coated with plaster and fre-
sco, no doubt an altar.

Another fairly large building on the north-
west, along the edge of the acropolis, was the
wine magazine, in which were found remains
of more than 30 wine jars arranged in rows.

The acropolis had in early Mycenaean times
a circuit wall, but in the time of the palace of
Late Mycenaean 111 there seems to have been
no fortification wall. Below the acropolis on
almost all sides was the lower town where the
ordinary people lived, while the citadel was
no doubt reserved for the ruler and his family.

THE PALACE OF NESTOR ( 1960)

From April 23 to August 1, 1960, the Archaeo-
logical Expedition of the University of Cincin-
nati continued its excavations in and around
the Palace of Nestor, near the village of Chora
in Western Messenia. The necessary funds were
again generously provided by Professor and
Mrs. W. T. Semple. Members of the staff were
Elizabeth Blegen, Marion Rawson, Professor
Mabel Lang, George Papathanasopoulos and
myself. For many courtesies and valuable help
we are much indebted to Dr. John Papadimi-
triou, Director of the Greek Archaeological
Service and to Dr. Christos Karouzos, Director
of the National Museum, as well as to Dr. Hen-
ry Robinson, Director, and to the other officers
of the American School of Classical Studies at
Athens. Only a small force of workmen was
employed, ranging in number from ten to twen-
ty-seven, with Dionysios Androutsakis as Fo-
reman.

During May Dr. John Travlos, Architect
of the American School of Classical Studies,
joined us at Chora and made a fresh indepen-
dent survey of the entire site, which forms the
basis for a new plan of the whole acropolis and
a new detailed plan of the palace complex
(Plate 90 ). We are happy to express our war-
mest thanks to Dr. Travlos.

We are also deeply grateful to Miss Alison
Frantz who spent three days with us in June,
when all parts of the palace were fully exposed,
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and took many new photographs, both general
views and pictures of details.

Our major efforts in digging were directed
along the southwestern edge of the acropolis
where we endeavored to complete the clearing
of the southwestern wing, which we believe to
be the oldest element in the palace of Mycenae-
an 111 B. The building was found to extend
more than 50 m. from northwest to southeast
( Plate 88b ). In the northwestern part, excavat-
ed under the supervision of George Papatha-
nasopoulos, the walls are well enough preserv-
ed to give a fairly clear plan (Plate 89 c) although
much of the floor is missing, and it was not pos-
sible to settle the question raised last year whe-
ther the southwestern «Throne Room» origi-
nally had six or only four interior columns.

The southeastern part of the building,
cavated under the direction of Mrs. Blegen,

ex-

had been reduced to a confusing maze of part-
ly demolished overlapping walls almost impos-
sible to disentangle (Plate 88 a). The devastation
seems to have been caused by one, or more
probably, two successive disastrous fires in the
Mycenaean Age and by subsequent systematic
quarrying operations in search of building
material, probably in Frankish, Venetian and
Turkish times. Traces of three architectural
phases in the remains of the building occupied
in Mycenaean 111 B have been tentatively dif-
ferentiated, and there are underlying walls of
earlier Mycenaean date.

Among the various small objects recovered
from the area of the Southwest Building are
thirty fragments of inscribed tablets, thirteen
clay sealings, whole or fragmentary, a few pie-
ces of terracotta figurines and quadrupeds,
many fragments of painted plaster, and much
broken pottery.

Under the supervision of Miss Rawson two
exploratory trenches were dug on a terrace
between the southeastern border of the acro-
polis and the modern highway. They revealed,
below an overlying deposit that contained pot-
tery ofthe seventh century B.C., walls and floors
of houses of Mycenaean 111 B, and it is clear
that the lower town then extended around this
side of the citadel.

Miss Rawson also carried out a thorough
study of problems in some fifty different places
here and there throughout the palace, cleaning,
probing, digging, measuring, observing, des-
cribing and ascertaining facts which will be

indispensable in the preparation of the final
publication of the palace. Wherever possible
without doing damage to the floors, soundings
were made, and in many areas, especially along
the northwestern and southeastern edges of the
building, vestiges of underlying structures were
discovered ( Plate 89 b).

The northeastern wall ofthe Palace Workshop
was laid bare to its southeastern end, and the
room it flanked was excavated. The floor had
been worn away by erosion and the plow, but
a burned deposit yielded many fragments of
ivory, some of which bear incised decoration
in a style not hitherto represented in the palace.
A deposit of diminutive arrowheads of bronze
came to light here, more than 500 in number.

Near the end of the aqueduct made of pi-
shaped terracotta sections, which once brought
water to the top of the ramp between the Cen-
tral Building and the Workshop, part of a
worked block of poros, plastered and painted
on all four faces was lifted into upright position.
It may perhaps have formed one side of a re-
presentation in stone of the horns of consecra-
tion (Plate 89a).

Professor Mabel Lang during the season of
1960 finished cleaning all the fragments of
frescoes found in earlier years that still awaited
processing, and in addition she kept up with
the current incoming material. Among the
more interesting pieces cleaned this year she
lists marine and hunting scenes from the inner
portico of the Propylon; similar compositions,
but in a different style, found in 1953 in Room
4, other fragments picturing comparable sub-

jects from Room 21, with a dog like the one on
the fresco from Tiryns. Remnants of other com-
positions, some found under the floor of Pot-
tern storeroom 62 and others thrown away out-
side the northeast wall of the Northwest Oil
Magazine preserve brightly painted spirals
with rosettes at their centers, and in miniature
style, against a blue ground, white horses, red
men with spotted white tunics, and the head of
a boar.

Miss Lang has now organized our whole col-
lection of plaster and classified it all by place
of discovery. She likewise cleaned and photo-
graphed all the clay sealings and fragments of
inscribed clay tablets found in 1960, and she
will publish the tablets with a commentary in
Part 11 of the annual preliminary report.

Piet de Jong came to Chora on June third,
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and in a forthnight’s collaboration with Miss
Lang worked out sketches for the reconstruc-
tion of many of the most important composi-
tions among our frescoes. Called away by an
emergency, he was obliged to defer the com-
pletion of his water colors to the later part of
the summer.

The mending of our vast accumulation of
broken pottery was continued for some weeks
in May and June by Spyros Spyropoulos, te-
chnician of the Agora Excavations, who also put
together the much damaged fragments and
reconstructed a table of offerings, made of
clay coated with stucco, which was found in
1952 standing on the floor beside the western
column base in the Throne Room. Costas Pav-
latos likewise mended many pots found in
Pantry 62, his services during July being kindly
lent us by Dr. N. Gialouris, Acting Ephor at
Olympia.

Dr. Papadimitriou, Director of the Archaeo-
logical Service and Dr. Stikas, Director of
Reconstruction of Ancient and Historical Mo-
numents visited the excavations on July 13th.
It had been decided by these Services to con-
struct a protective roof over the Central Build-
ing of the Palace of Nestor, and a plan was
worked out under the supervision of Dr. Sti-
kas. In November the whole acropolis was en-
closed within a durable wire fence and the erec-
tion of a house for a permanent guard was
begun. Work on the roof of the Megaron was
completed during the winter.

It had been our hope that we might be able
in 1960 to complete the excavation of the pa-
lace. The extent and complexity of the
remains brought to light along the southwestern
border of the site, however, required much more
time and labor than had been anticipated, and
we have been obliged to make plans for a fur-

ther campaign in 1961.

MINOISCHE SIEDLUNG IN MESSENIEN

Im Jahre 1952 meldete mir der Museumsvor-
steher in Vasilikol dass er ein mykenisches Kam-
mergrab in der Nahe von der Malthi-Dorion-
Akropole 2 vermutete. Mit gefalliger Erlaubnis
der archaeologischen Behorden konnte ich
eine sondierende Ausgrabung dort unterneh-
men, die leider auch diesmal ohne die seit
1926 nachgespiirten Kammergraber endete
aber andere bemerkenswerte Ergebnisse brach-
te 3.

Der Ort liegt einige Hundert M westlich
der Malthi-Akropole, 60 M von den beiden
Kuppelgrabern entfernt, langgestreckte
Anhohe mit nord-siidlicher Richtung 10-15
M hoher als die Ebene. Sie ist 100-150 M breit
und mit Korn und einigen Oliven bepflanzt.
Sie steigt gegen Siiden und auf ihr lauft (oder
lief) ein Pfad nach den Dorfern Wydissowa und
Bodia-Malthi.

Schon wahrend der Malthi-Grabungen hatte
ich in ihrer Oberflache Mauerspuren bemerkt
aber sie fiir ziemlich spat angenommen wie
auch einige Kistengraber, die beim Olivenp-
flazen entdeckt wurden. Sie enthielten nur Ske-

lettreste, eines sogar nur Schadel. Auch die
sehr zertretenen Gefasscherben kamen mir
spat und unbedeutend vor.

den wurden. Aber die modernen Feldeinhe-
gungen bestehen aus solchen gut zugeschnittenen
Steinen wie sie in diesen Mauern zu finden
waren. Diese sind sorgfaltig gebaut und unge-
wohnlich gut erhalten. Sie sind, so weit wir sie
fanden, in derselben Tiefe gebettet, was eine
einheitliche und einmalige Anlegung andeutet.
Zwischen den Mauern und einige Zentimeter
hoher als die Bettung fand sich eine fiinf bis
zehn Zentimeter dicke Schicht aus sandge-
mischtem Lehm, die fundlos war und auch eine
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gleichzeitige Auffiihrung beweist. Die bisherige
Ausgrabung hat nur zwei Mauer-schichte an
den Tag gebracht, die einem alteren Gebaude
als die iibrigen angehoren konnen. Es hat also
den Anschein, als ob die Anlage eine ziemlich
kurze Dauer gehabt hat. Nach den verhaltnis-
massig wenigen keramischen Funden zu ur-
teilen gehort sie der spatmykenischen Periode,
aber einige wenige Scherben konnen der «friih-
geometrischen» oder sogar einer noch spate-
ren Periode angehoren. Bemerkenswert ist,
dass beim Uberwiegen von Trinkgefassen Scher-
ben von Kiichengeschirr u. a. Gebrauchsge-
fassen selten waren, was iiberwiegend mannliche
Bewohner andeutet. Aber derartige Folgerun-
gen sind ohne weitere Untersuchungen noch
verfriiht.

Malthi-Gattung4 nur eine einzige
Scherbe gefunden wurde, wahrend die oben
auf der Akropole sehr seltene feingeschlemmte,
nicht lokale Gattung reichlich vorhanden war.
Bemalte Keramik war selten. Das stimmt alles
mit den Erfahrungen aus Chora-Pylos gut iibe-
rein.

Die Mauern des 25 x 25 M grossen ausge-
grabenen Gebietes umschliessen 15 rechteckige
Raume verschiedener Grosse. Die Aufgangs-
treppe ( Nrs 12 - 13. Plan ) fiihrt zwischen
groberen Mauern, die links vom Eintretenden
einen kleinen turmartigen Raum (Nr 14) und
rechts einen der grossten gefundenen (Nr 10)
begrenzen. Die Treppe endet in einen Vorraum
(Nr 11), von dem nur rechts (nach Norden zu)
eine Offnung in ein noch unausgegrabenes
Gebiet leitet. Auch sudlich von diesem Vor-
raum musste leider die Grabung ausbleiben.
Es kommt mir vor, dass diese beiden unzu-
ganglichen Teile wertvolle Aufschliisse erge-
ben konnen und dass die quer durchgehende
Mauer das Gebiet in zwei von einander abge-
schlossene Teile trennt. Sudlich dieser Mauer
liegt ein grosserer Raum ( Nr 2 ), der ein offener
Hof o. dgl. sein kann. Einem niedrigeren Ni-
veau gehort eine interessante Sammlung kreis-
formig gelegter Steine, die unter einem Bo-
denbeleg aus Tonscherben und kleinen Steinen
versteckt war. Uber dem Steinring lag ein
formloser Steinhaufen, in und unter dem Frag-
mente von unverzierten Trinkgefassen (?) so-
wie Kohlenstucke gefunden wurden (Taf. 100 a).
Auf dem Haufen lag auch die Sandsteinplatte,

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Taf. 100 b und d, deren tief eingegrabene diinne
Linienals irgendeine skizzierteDarstellung(Pflii-
gerszene?) und Schreibezeichen verstanden
werden konnen. Der Stein ist oben abgerundet
und unten abgebrochen. Er kann irgend ein
Mnema gewesen sein oder war als ein solches
beabsichtigt, ehe er zerschlagen wurdeb.

Die Zimmer sudlich und siidwestlich vom
«Hof», Nr 2, bilden, wie es scheint, ein zusam-
menhangendes Komplex aus mehreren kleinen
Raumen (Nrs 1-6). Nr 1, das nur teilweise
ausgegraben wurde, ist uber einem alteren Ge-
baude aufgefiihrt worden, Nr 3 ein Doppelzim-
mer, vom Osten zuganglich, in dessen ausseren
Teil eine Art Feuerstatte aus hochgestellten
Steinplatten umgeben war. Fragmente von
Tonidolen fanden sich in beiden Zimmern.
Von diesem ausseren Zimmer leitet eine Tiir
ins Zimmer Nr 5. Sowohl die Tiir als auch die
Wande sind sehr sorgfaltig gebaut und wohl
erhalten. Die inneren Dimensionen sind 3,5
x 3,25 M. Ein Bodenbeleg aus lehmgemischter
hartgestampfter Erde war ebenso gut erhalten.
Uber ihm lagen wie hinter einander aufge-
stapelt Steinplatten, die einmal zur Wand
gehort hatten, ehe sie (durch Gewalt oder we-
gen eines Erdbenens) einstiirzte. Auf dem Bo-
den liegen zwei nicht besonders gut bearbei-
tete Steine, nur ein M von einander getrennt,
offenbar Saulenstutzen. Das kleine Zimmer
kann also ein Megaron genannt werden. Langs
der Ostwand lauft eine niedrige Bank aus
diinnen Steinplatten und Pithosfragmenten,
auf der zahlreiche Knochen-und Gefassfrag-
mente in einem 0,60 M dicken rotgefarbten Erd-
lager gefunden wurden. Drei Eberzahne und
ein Fragment eines tonernen ldols fanden sich
auch dort. Das Zimmer ist entweder eine Kiiche
oder ein einfaches Kultzimmer gewesen.

Westlich folgt das Zimmer Nr 4, von dem
nur die ostliche Halfte gereinigt werden konnte.
Es hat anscheinend eine Tiir in der siidlichen
Wand gehabt. Das Innere bot eine bunte Mi-
schung von ungeordneten Steinen, Pithosfrag-
menten und verschiedenfarbiger Erde, wah-
rend keine Spur von einem Bodenbeleg vor-
handen war. In der nordostlichen Ecke war
eine Steinbank, auf der eine grosse diinne
Steinplatte halb aufrecht stand, wahrschein-

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lich einst gegen die Wand gelehnt. Keine Koh-
lenreste oder sonstige Gegenstande fanden sich
auf der Bank, aber von ihr lief halbkreisformig
eine niedrige Steinreihe gegen die Ostwand
und innerhalb ihrer lagen ein grosserer und
zwei kleinere Steine aus graugriinem Sandstein,
deren eine, abgeebnete Flache mit flach ein-
geritzten Darstellungen versehen war6. Die
Figuren stellen meiner Meinung nach einen
Pfliiger oder Wagenlenker dar (Taf. 100 c, e)
und zwei stark stilisierte Figuren, moglicherweise
einen Jager und ein langbeiniges Tier, zwischen
denen sich eine Doppelaxt befindet (Taf. 101a,b).
Der dritte Stein (Taf. 101d) ist eine Art unten
abgebrochener Stele und tragt flach eingeritzte
Zeichen, die ich als Schriftzeichen zu deuten
versucht habe, moglicherweise des Namens
Smilis oder Skelmis?7. Samtliche Steine
befinden sich im kleinen Museum von Vasiliko.
Das Zimmer Nr 4 ist vermutlich ohne Dach
gewesen und kann somit ein kleiner Hof oder
Magazin gewesen sein. Auf dem Boden lagen
viele Fragmente von grossen Pithoi, deren einer
auf der Seite lag. Keine Spuren von Feuer wa-
ren vorhanden. Es scheint, als ob diese Gegen-
stande dort aufbewahrt oder sogar dort fertig-
gestellt worden sind. Weitere Funde berechti-
gen eine solche Annahme. Unter dem Boden-
niveau befand sich eine anderthalb Meter
tiefe Grube, die mit reinem Lehm angefullt
war und zwar von einer Farbe, die sich deut-
lich von der der lokalen Erde abwich. Im obe-
ren Schicht dieser Grube fanden sich porose
Steine roter und gelber Farbe. Und endlich
entdeckten wir in der Nordwand des Zimmers
eine Spalte, die beim Bauen ausgespart wor-
den ist, offenbar eine Wasserrinne, die in die
Grube fiihrte. Das Alles macht mich annehmen,
dass das Zimmer eine Keramische Werkstatt
gewesen ist, vielleicht hat dort auch ein ein-
facher Steinkunstler gearbeitet.

Das Zimmer Nr 6 konnte nicht genug un-
tersucht werden um eine Deutung moglich
zu machen. Vielleicht ist es ein kleiner Hof ge-
wesen. Dort lagen die tonernen Gegenstande
die vielleicht beim Herstellen von Seilen ge-
braucht werden konnten. Unter der Erdmasse,
die nicht untersucht werden konnte, gab es
genug Platz (12 M wenigstens) fiir einen bes-
cheidenen Seilwinder.

Die letzten Raume, Nrs 7 und 8, springen

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anderthalb Meter vor die iibrigen hervor,
vielleicht als ein Turm oder Stutzmauer, denn
das Gelande fallt hier ab. Die gegen Westen
und Siiden abgrenzenden Mauern sind aus
kraftigen Steinen aber nicht mit einander im
Verband. Entweder handelt es sich um eine
Reparatur oder eine spatere Zutat. Das Zimmer
Nr. 8 (Taf. 101c) ist dreieckig geplant und
hat langs seiner Ostseite eine halb mit Stein-
platten iiberdeckte Wasserrinne, die aber, so
weit wir feststellen konnten, keinen Ansch-
luss mit anderen Raumen hatte. Der Boden
beider Raume ist mit Platten belegt (Nr 7)
oder mit kleinen Kieselsteinen, die in eine gute
Lehmpackung eingepresst worden sind. Welil
der Boden gegen Siiden leise abfallt und die
Wasserrinne nur diesem Zimmer anzugehoren
scheint, kann man entweder an ein Badezim-
mer denken oder an irgend ein Presszimmer
fiir Wein oder OIl. Diese letztere Erklarung sche-
int mir denkbar, denn gerade ausserhalb des
Zimmers lagen grosse Fragmente (ungefar zwei
Drittel) eines groben Vorratsgefasses. Leider
wurde eine weitere Ausgrabung durch neuge-
pflantzte Olbaumc gehindert.

Was ist einmal diese Einrichtung gewesen?
Nach den keramischen Funden zu urteilen
konnte es sicht, wie ich erst geneigt war zu glau-
ben, um eine Fortsetzung der zerstorten Akro-
pole oben auf dem Malthi-Gebirge handeln.
Wir wissen noch nicht wie viel von der Anhohe
mit ahnlichen Gebauden bedeckt ist. Aber ehe
weitere Nachforschungen moglich werden, sei
es erlaubt sich hier eine Art Annex zur Hohen-
siedlung vorzustellen, die vieleicht wie in Knos-
sos begrenzten und sicherlich rein alltaglichen
Zwecken diente. Dass wir es mit minoischen
Ansiedlem zu tun haben, beweist die Dop-
pelaxt auf einem der geritzten Steine. Wie auf
Kreta hatte man auchhier eine kleine Hauska-
pelle (Raum Nr 5) notig gehabt, vielleicht
sogar zwei, wenn die Fundreste des Zimmers
Nr 2 richtig gedeutet worden sind.
