Therefore, this project is designed in such a way that

new construction methods; the right choice and usage of



materials as well as the usage of the space available, are not
interfering, but in fact taking in consideration this general
need for development and evolution process of the
municipality.

Furthermore, the space available for this project is
situated in a considerable distance from the centre of the
municipality, which gives us the advantage to design
individual units instead of big, rigid structures that are
commonly built.

In other words, this project is trying to avoid the typical
usage of big blocks of flats that characterized the modern
development and evolution process of our towns, in order to
design and create a more “humane” environment filled with
open spaces.

So, keeping in mind all the above, the proposal is to
build a two storey mesonete that repeats itself in the given
land. The first floor is in an indirect dialogue with the
external environment and is used to accommodate the
bedroom areas and the WC. In order to ensure a high level
of privacy and relaxation concrete slabs are proposed to

block interference of the external environment.



On the other hand, the ground floor accommodates the
main living area, kitchen and secondary WC; which are in
“direct” communication with the external environment due
to the usage of mainly large glass surfaces and metal parts.

However, in order to ensure further privacy and
protection from the external elements (both landscape and
weather conditions), a metal cannabis with sliding metal
blinds (panels/shutters) situated in strategically pointed
areas; is creating a “cocoon” in the main facade. This
“cocoon” is placed in such a way that creates an “indoor”
outdoor area at the main front of the building which can be
used accordingly by the habitants.

The whole proposal of this “cocoon” is based on the
need for smooth adaptation to the local environment giving
special importance to specific areas of the buildings as well
as their (buildings) protection of the external elements

(landscape and weather conditions).
