The project concerns interventions made in the existing field of Ktima
Merkouri, which is located near Korakohori village in llia region.

The field is extended in an area of 100 acres, the biggest part of which
is covered by olive trees and vineyards. In the resting area, there is high
density of plants. There is intense slope of the ground, with the highest point
at the altitude of 34 meters over the sea's level.

At the moment, there are 19th century traditional buildings, made of sto-
ne which are used as a house, winery and a small museum. There are also
some newer constructions having secondary use of the winery.

In this historical area, are proposed some small scale interventions, in
order to create a puplic space. The main point of the project is respecting
the existing buildings and the picturesque scenery.

The lines derived from the plans of the existing buildings are used to cre-
ate a grid which forms the new constructions. These are an amfitheatre, a
multiple use room, some bungalows and a reception building for the guests.

In order to respect the scenery, the majority of the new constructions are
created underground like excavations with great views to the sea.

There are two different places of entering the area, the one of which is
used exclusively by the users of the bungalows. These two routes lead to a
square located in the middle of the area. The form of this square is created
by the axes mentioned above. A part of it is covered by water, as reminisce-
nce of the sea, which is near by, but not seen by the observer.

The access to multiple use room is made through the main building used
today as a house. On the other hand, access to the amfitheatre is made through
a ramp, beginning near the square.

Another route begins from the reception building, and leads to the sea,
transforming into a dock.

In what concerns the materials of construction, all the new buildings are

made by concrete, and in the old buildings, stone is still used. On the fllors

of external space, wood and concrete, in different forms, are used.
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
