Our thesis deals with a block of social housing in the area
of Thiseio in Athens.

Its total surface is the result of the union of two plots with
height difference. It has two views, one in Akamantos
street and one in Lykomidwn str.

The building in it, lies in 649 sq. meters. Actually it ap-
pears to be in the uncovered area of this building block.
The volume of the building is in fact very much related
with the surrounding area whilst it is developed in levels.
If we have in mind the Filopappou Hill, then this is struc-
tured the other way around.

The horizontal movement axis are either vertical to the
two adjacent streets or they go along with the
uncovered.The vertical movement axis are determined by
two stairways covering the two entrances within the inner
yard.

The route being created in the ground is reproduced in the
upper floors, thus creating terraces and entrances.

It includes 24 different houses, each one of them treated
differently. Their dimensions are between 29sgm and 78
sgm.

The inner yard is created by the height difference that
sets the ground of the uncovered area free, consequently
creating an elevated housing space.

Our ultimate aim is to create an internal public space that
can give rise to various collective activities. In other
words, a space with social and humanistic character that
will enable social gatherings, transactions, collaborations
and all kinds of human activities. The spaces we aim to
create will be deprived of specific structure. Instead they
will be capable of being transformed, depending of each
resident’s needs. For example, spaces for leisure, food
etc. Thus, tenants can wander within the specially desig-
nated area, giving to it the dimension they wish. To con-
clude, taking advantage of the aforementioned uncovered
space, we will create new public ones that can hypotheti-
cally be used as a mechanism for the revival of the
“neighborhood” as we know it. Keeping the budget rela-
tively low and with very limited interventions, such thing
can make a huge difference in the quality of life of those
staying in city centers and generally highly populated
areas.
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
