Summary

The case study region is situated in the sea waterfront of Larnaka, a city in Cyprus. It is part
of a wider industrial area, where refineries gas operated up to 2004. These gas tanks
develop along one of the main roads on Larnakas’ sea waterfront, in a central urban region.
During the past years, there has been a vivid discussion concerning the future of the area
and how it could be developed. Several factors such as urban centrality, proximity to the sea
waterfont, and of course the industrial history of the area stimulated our interest and led us
to choose it as case study for out thesis. Consequently, we chose a part of the region, an
area covering 35.000 s.m. (8 acres), property of the company “Petrolina”. During our study,
we made a SWOT analysis (strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, threats) for the region, in
order to make a research upon the needs of the island of Cyprus and decide what urban
functions our proposal would satisfy. Finally, we decided to create a congress-cultural-hotel
center, capable of holding high quality conferences and cultural events (municipality of
Larnaka organizes lots of cultural events whilst lacking cultural infrastructure), trying to
signalize Larnaca as a city of conference tourism in the wider European region. In other
words, our goal is to design an area where conference and cultural infrastructure will be
provided to the city, in order to boost its economy and create the conditions for further
economic and cultural growth.
