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In the remaining precincts of the region, with a higher plot ratio, the five-storey buildings that appear in an array with
shorter houses, and the two-storey shops give the impression of a region that is highly diverse.

The proposed redevelopment of the area puts the emphasis on highlighting the ancient theater, on creating a landmark
for the city, on upgrading the region, and on creating public spaces and green areas.

In the area, there is a predominance of rented spaces. Also, the majority of the buildings are used as shopping centers
and offices. As such, the overhaul of the area is more plausible to happen.

It is not suggested that people currently in the area should be removed. The proposal can be implemented in three phases
over time. Initially, phase A is of importance so that residents of other regions may be removed. Then, we move forward to phase
B. The phase C may be concluded once the newly constructed buildings in this area are deemed old.

The starting point of this composition was the delineation of the existing building blocks and the combination of lower
buildings with the city-center's taller buildings. The existing roads are maintained and pedestrianized. Also, it is important that the
shopping and trade character of the area is maintained in the region. The percentage of green and public spaces is increased. New
green spaces are created, walkways, and bicycle lanes, networks to serve the area and to enhance its existing network.

The creation of a new square in front of the ancient theater produces the necessary distance between the building blocks
from the monument while it puts the theater in a central position and highlights its historical importance. The axis that links the
ancient theater and the market (today known as the city's main square) are kept as a pedestrian zone and are marked by the
geometry of the buildings. There will be an entrance gate to the square from the ancient theater. The new square becomes the
City Hall square and a pole of attraction, inviting the citizen to be brought up to date and to participate in the democratic
procedures of the city.

The new housing is placed on the limits of the study area towards the shopping center and they include the district
created within the green areas. The new dwellings will accommodate an increased population and will animate the city center.

The proposal introduces a new building - a landmark of cultural and administrative infrastructure, which will function as
emblem of Larissa. This new building will house the Archaeological Museum, the Convention Center, the City Hall, Services, and a
Hotel.

The Museum will take its place in the new building opposite to the ancient theater.

The underground spaces of the Museum will connect to the monument through a linear corridor under the square, with a
walkable glass ceiling.

The Congress Centre which is housed in the Archaeological Museum can be operated either independently or in
collaboration with it. With the conference center, the city may attract visitors of special interests to promote tourism.

A ramp at the entrance of the building will lead visitors to the 6th floor, giving them a view of both the city and the
ancient theater. On the ground level of the south side of the building, a circular ground plan with staircases, allows direct access to
the square.

The Town Hall, with its entrance opposite the city's main square will be directly connected with the other building. A
cafeteria is situated on the ground floor, while on the 3rd floor there will be a private balcony overlooking the new square and the
ancient theater. This balcony can be used as a speakers’ tribune, or a concert stage.

The Othoman baths, freed from the various additional shops, will be an independent building with entrance from the
square and underground spaces with new changing rooms and an extended pool directly related to the hotel gym.

The residential buildings will accommodate housing, shops and offices.

Shops occupy the ground and first floor, with entrances to the shopping streets, storage in the basement and the
possibility for supplies from the basement. Inside the building blocks, the shops demarcate spaces that can serve as storage areas,
open market places with benches or seating periodic product reports. Moreover, the roofs of shops are used as gardens and create
a park within the region. This type of uniform planning and aesthetic treatment of building blocks is oriented towards the respect of
the surrounding urban environment.

The offices occupy the second floor. Access is either by means of the staircases on the shopping streets, or from the park
created on the roofs of the lower shops. These offices can also be turned to residential accommodation for one or two individuals,
professionals who cannot afford to maintain both residential and commercial use.

The residences occupy the remaining floors.

On the western edge of the region, a new theater is to be constructed close to the b ancient theater and the theater of
Alcazar this can operate in direct relation to the activities that host the Pineios festival. On the roof of the theater the stands serve
as an outdoor theater overlooking the riverside zone of Pineios.

Public spaces are treated as meeting places with the goal to attract residents of the city on foot or by bicycle.

The new tracks are conceived as strolling paths of varying character. The exploitation of public space on multiple levels,
not only creates additional public spaces, but also strong visual variants in the urban landscape.

Elements such as the arcades, the wooden blinds, the trees and plants, on one hand creating a lovelier environment for
pedestrians, while on the other, improving the microclimate of the area.

If the area of the center symbolizes the present and the area of the fort the past, the study area is the intermediate space
that unites the two regions and hosts the future image of the city, while projecting onto the city’s present, its history and its
cultural identity. The very image of the city changes while we intervene in only a small fraction of its center.
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Reconstructing city blocks in the center of Larissa

The aim of this master thesis is to present the redesign of a downtown area in the city of Larissa.

Larissa is of great geographical importance in Greece. It is located on the axis which links Athens, the capital of Greece
with Thessaloniki, the country’s co-capital and it is considered a small metropolis for central Greece. Larissa is @ modern city, the
fourth most populous city in the country and the largest city in Thessaly and Central Greece. It plays a strong administrative and
strategic role in the area and it is an important commercial center. Larissa hosts University Departments and the Technological
Educational Institutes. It occupies an area of 19,000 hectares and is traversed by Pineios river.

The origin of its name comes from the Pelasgic ancient Greek dialect. The name Pelasgoi was used exclusively by Ancient
Greek writers to refer to the inhabitants of Larissa. The name of the city means fortress or citadel because of its stone citadel on
the hill of the Fortress. Although Larissa is one of the oldest cities in Greece and has a history of at least 8,000 years, it lacks in
promoting a strong tourism policy and in attracting visitors.

The River Pineios surrounded the ancient Larissa from the north and west sides of the city. It was the only natural border
of Larissa while the rest of the city was exposed to the open plains. For safety reasons, Larissa's early inhabitants built strong
artificial fortifications.

Witnesses from antiquity describe Larissa as an ancient citadel fortified with massive walls. During the Byzantine era, the
citadel was built in the same location and it was the religious center of the Byzantine city. In the 6 century AD, the fortification of
extended from the fortress hill to what is known today as the city's Central Square and Blana Square. The medieval town occupied
more area and was surrounded by walls which extended to what is known today as Iroon Polytechneiou street. The Turkish walls
were intact until the WW II. They disappeared, along with the fortification moat that surrounded them, during the post-war
reconstruction of the city. The city wall had four gates: the Trikala, Farsala, Volos, and Tempe gates. There was only a stone bridge
on the side of Pineios.

With the Pineios river as border, which now crosses the city and the ring road of Iroon Polytechneiou street, the historic
center of the city is defined.

With the Central Square as starting point and ascending the hill of the Fortress, one encounters a complex of monuments
that belong to the early Christian, Byzantine period and the Ottoman period. The ancient theater is located on the edge of the hill
of the fortress. The ancient theater is the most important monument of the city. It was built during the Hellenistic era, and it is one
of the most significant and largest theaters of the period. The ancient theater is oriented towards the ancient market and the
modern city's central square--similar to the architecture and orientation of the theater of Dionysus in Athens. That is because it was
built at a distance from the ancient market, while still oriented towards it. During the Roman era, this ancient theater was turned
into an arena, resulting in the city's ceremonials being hosted in the second Ancient Theatre. The size of the scene of the Ancient
Theatre is equivalent to the theater of Epidaurus. It is estimated that it could accommodate 10,000 spectators.

From an architectural perspective, the construction and the housing stock of the city reflect and are directly related to the
ongoing growth of the city.

Today's Larissa grew out of a private urbanization process without a specific plan, based on the repetition of the
"polykatoikia" typology, by private developers. This process was very intense during the '60s and' 70s, during which the majority of
houses and lower buildings were replaced by condominiums, through the greek "antiparochi" system of compensation.

In recent years, there has been an intense effort to redevelop the historic center of the city, in order to re-create Larissa's
lost identity. Part of this process is the creation of a wide network of walkways, the rehabilitation of the city’s two central squares,
and the efforts made to solve the traffic problem in the downtown part of the city. Emphasis has been given to the landscaping of
Larissa's commercial center. During the excavations, a number of archaeological findings were revealed which highlighted the site’s
historical and archaeological value.

In 2007 with the disclosure of the first Ancient Theatre’s equal status to that of Epidaurus, Larissa became the only city
outside Athens having two ancient theaters within its urban fabric. The complete exposure, restoration and incorporation of the
Ancient Theater into the life of the city has the potential to strengthen Larissa's cultural identity and to bring to life Larissa's cultural
role in the course its history.

Whilst such an enterprise holds the potential to enhance the development of the wider area, we observe today a general
decline, possibly due to the economic crisis, which coincides with the end of the restoration work. The majority of shops in the
commercial streets around the theater remain unoccupied and give the impression of the area’s degradation.

While new buildings are constructed in the area, it is often that the constructors come across new archaeological finds.
The monuments discovered in the foundations of new buildings are either transferred to the archaeological museum (which is
located in the Mezourlo area, outside of the city) or they remain in the basements of the buildings. Such policies create additional
difficulties for the public who might be interested in visiting the monuments. Moreover, the intense urbanization of the area poses
obstacles to the creation of an archaeological walk around the hill and the city's fortress. However, such a walk could enliven the
city's historical importance. Unfortunately, the intense urbanization will soon extend to the area of the fortress, with big buildings
and the commercial center casting their shadow on Larissa's ancient theater.

The aforementioned facts on Larissa's historical area along with the challenges entailed in the process of intervening in the
city's center led me to choose the area and the focus of this thesis.

The project focuses on two axes: the traffic congestion in regard to the city level and the regional level, and the radical
reconstruction of the area located between the city center and the hill fortress.

Larissa’s road network follows a radial form, from the outside, toward the inner ring road, which is built around the central
area. Inside the inner ring, there is a network of one-way vehicular and pedestrian streets in a rectilinear form. The existing traffic
conduits in the center of Larissa serve as through-roads and connections for trans-local traffic. These are main arteries leading to
the city’s entries from Trikala, Karditsa, Farsala, the old National Road, the roads from Volos, Kozani, and the spur off the highway.

Analyzing the main arteries leading to the city, one notices that the ring road of Iroon Polytechneiou picks up the incoming
traffic and distributes it to the city center. The study area of this thesis regulates a large volume of incoming traffic.
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Regarding traffic congestion at the city level, the proposed solution on the trace of the older city walls (at the ring road of
Iroon Polytechneiou), the old wall city gates are being resuscitated as new control gates restricting traffic to the center. Parking
stations are installed at each entry-point to the city. A new public transportation system and bicycle trails connect the parking areas
to the city center. This way, downtown traffic is restricted to residents’ cars and public transportation.

The introduction of the tram has been an initiative of the Larissa Municipality to support the city's public transportation
system. The Municipality of Larissa in collaboration with the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki instigated a sustainability study on
this idea in 2008. The study indicated the need for two lines, one connecting the TEI to the General Hospital of Larissa, and one
connecting Alcazar to the New Railway station. However, the project was never completed.

The existing public transportation is maintained, with minor changes to the schedules and timetables, to conform to the
re-designed street network and to realize the connections to the peripheral parking lots.

Regarding the traffic congestion at the area level, the proposed regional parking and controlled entry points, ensure the
decongestion of the center, which is qualitatively revitalized and upgraded. The widening of the two proposed routes, Cyprus street
and Manolaki street, will turn them into two-way streets, with two lanes in each direction. These proposed changes, will allow the
pedestrianizing of the entire study area of this thesis, including Venizelou street which currently passes in front of the ancient
theater.

Moreover, as we will see below, the aforementioned changes will allow the citizens of Larissa to visit the city center
without a car, excepting the use of public transportation.

The positive outcomes of the vehicular restrictions in the city center are the extensive pedestrianisation, the upgrading of
the public transportation system, and the development of bicycle lanes. Larissa now becomes integrated into the European Network
«Cities Without Cars» (CarfreeCitiesClub - ACCESS) and a founding member of the Network of Cities for sustainable mobility and
cycling. Moreover, the demarcated bicycle lanes, of a 12 km total length are planned to rise further in the coming years in order to
create a network of bike routes, of 54 km. The municipality provides daily complimentary bicycles to residents and visitors to move
in the city. This movement can be enhanced with the creation of more bicycle stations both in the historical center and at the
peripheral parking stations proposed in this thesis.

As to the second axis of the project, the redevelopment proposal is being configured on three different scales: at the city
level, the district level, the building level, and in three phases.

The study area is bounded on the north by Venizelos street, on the south by Cyprus and Manolaki streets, streets that
have a clear commercial character. It has an area of 47245sq.m. and it contains 11 blocks. The study area adjoins the ancient
theater, and two squares (Larissa’s central square and Blana square). The north side borders on the Fortress hill and the west side
the Pineios riverside zone. The pedestrianized roads that cross the study area constitute an extension of the existing network of
pedestrian ways in the center. The area constitutes the transition threshold from the downtown to Larissa’s the fortress area, and it
displays characteristics of both. It is an area that filters the traffic to and from the fortress and follows the labyrinthine urban route
of the Fortress hill, a remnant from the earlier Byzantine center, as opposed to the remaining center, which follows the
Hippodamian system. The area’s uses are shops, offices, and residential. It is an area of no particular architectural bearing and
combines high-rise and low-rise construction.

The region can be divided into sub-areas. Dense buildings is a common characteristic to all of these sub-areas. East to
region A, one can see branches and offices in direct relation to the mall. The area B is the area of offices, shops and housing. The
chief characteristic of this area is its proximity to the ancient theater. The area C, west, is the first of three that succumbed to the
reconstruction of the fortress. There, one can see apartment buildings with shops on the ground floor and some offices. This is also
the limit of the study area that touches the riverside area of the Pineios and Alcazar.

The archaeological monuments located in the study area are the following: a) the great Ottoman Baths, part of which
incorporates shops with extensions that enshroud the body of the building, with its cistern in the basement of a building on
Manolaki street and b) the ancient theater which adjoins the area. A fragmentation of the land is observed in small but numerous
properties that have been completely built, resulting in an absence of open spaces within the building blocks.

The low plot ratio 1 in parts of the region is the element that differentiates the region from the rest of the urban area. This
connects the area with the low buildings of the fort area. However, the low buildings do not lead to a general solution to the
environmental and aesthetic problems of this area and to the overall quality of life its citizens. The low buildings of the area are
single, or two-storey. Most of them are old buildings, they fail to meet modern urban needs and they are kept in moderate and
poor condition. These buildings, in the effort of their owners to meet current standards, have undergone radical renovations
resulting in the deterioration of their morphological characteristics. Also, the fear of uncovering antiquities during the process of
reconstruction, inhibits the renewal of the building stock. Typically, there are shops at the ground floor of these buildings and
auxiliary storage on the upper levels.

Regarding the typology of the buildings in the area, they are of no particular morphological interest although the area is
included in the historical sector of Larissa. The general impression, however, that a passer-by reaps from the area is not at all
flattering.

In the remaining precincts of the region, with a higher plot ratio of 2.9, one can see some taller buildings (five floors)
mainly on the fronts of the Cyprus street, Manolaki street, and the area C. The five-storey buildings that appear in an array with
shorter houses, and the two-storey shops give the impression of a region that is highly diverse. Occasionally newer, taller buildings
are built in place of the older property.

The proposed redevelopment of the area puts the emphasis on highlighting the ancient theater, on creating a landmark
for the city, on upgrading the region, and on creating public spaces and green areas.

In the area, there is a predominance of rented spaces. Also, the majority of the buildings are used as shopping centers
and offices. As such, the overhaul of the area is more plausible to happen.

It is not suggested that people currently in the area should be removed. The proposal can be implemented in three phases
over time. Initially, phase A is of importance so that residents of other regions may be removed. Then, we move forward to phase
B. The phase C may be concluded once the newly constructed buildings in this area are deemed old.

The starting point of this composition was the delineation of the existing building blocks and the combination of lower
buildings with the city-center's taller buildings. The existing roads are maintained and pedestrianized. Also, it is important that the
shopping and trade character of the area is maintained in the region. The percentage of green and public spaces is increased. New
green spaces are created, walkways, and bicycle lanes, networks to serve the area and to enhance its existing network.

The creation of a new square in front of the ancient theater produces the necessary distance between the building blocks
from the monument while it puts the theater in a central position and highlights its historical importance. The axis that links the
ancient theater and the market (today known as the city's main square) are kept as a pedestrian zone and are marked by the
geometry of the buildings. There will be an entrance gate to the square from the ancient theater. The new square becomes the
City Hall square and a pole of attraction, inviting the citizen to be brought up to date and to participate in the democratic
procedures of the city.

The new housing is placed on the limits of the study area towards the shopping center and they include the district
created within the green areas. The new dwellings will accommodate an increased population and will animate the city center.

The proposal introduces a new building - a landmark of cultural and administrative infrastructure, which will function as
emblem of Larissa. This new building will house the Archaeological Museum, the Convention Center, the City Hall, Services, and a
Hotel.

The building which is currently housing the Archaeological Museum on the hill "Mezourlo", on the southern outskirts of the
city, next to the building of the University of Thessaly and the University Hospital of Larissa, is bestowed to the department of
Biochemistry and Biotechnology, and the Museum will take its place in the new building opposite to the ancient theater.

The underground spaces of the Museum will connect to the monument through a linear corridor under the square, with a
walkable glass ceiling. At the level of the new square at various points, the glass floor sections will indicate the existence of
underground museum exhibition halls. Moreover, in the event that new archaeological finds come to light there is the possibility of
extending the premises of the museum under the new square to allow the integration of these spaces in the museum.

The Congress Centre which is housed in the Archaeological Museum can be operated either independently or in
collaboration with it. The operation of the conference center can be associated with both universities and technical institutes of the
city and the trade center. The conference center, located in the heart of Larissa, will ensure easy access either on foot or by public
transportation, while the hotel facilitates its operation. With the conference center, the city may attract visitors of special interests
to promote tourism.

A ramp at the entrance of the building will lead visitors to the 6th floor, giving them a view of both the city and the
ancient theater. On the ground level of the south side of the building, a circular ground plan with staircases, allows direct access to
the square. This square is smaller in size than the two squares on either side and serves as a recreation area for the museum, for
the Conference Center, and for the common areas on the same floor. It will be connected through a bridge with the roof and the
Town Hall.

The Town Hall, with its entrance opposite the city's main square will be directly connected with the other building. A
cafeteria is situated on the ground floor, while on the 3rd floor there will be a private balcony overlooking the new square and the
ancient theater. This balcony can be used as a speakers’ tribune, or a concert stage.

The Archaeological center which is co-located with the town hall and other services and will simultaneously be in direct
relation to the Museum, to the maintenance of antiquities and the administration areas.

The Othoman baths, freed from the various additional shops, will be an independent building with entrance from the
square and underground spaces with new changing rooms and an extended pool directly related to the hotel gym.

The organization of the spaces is based on the functionality and the need for accessibility. For this reason the ground floor
reception rooms are located in direct relation to the central staircases to facilitate traffic. Vertical communication is realized through
these central staircases, which are placed in the building's pivotal junctions. A fundamental parameter to the organization of the
interiors, is a corridor on each floor that connects the vertical links.

The residential buildings will accommodate housing, shops and offices.

Shops occupy the ground and first floor, with entrances to the shopping streets, storage in the basement and the
possibility for supplies from the basement. Inside the building blocks, the shops demarcate spaces that can serve as storage areas,
open market places with benches or seating periodic product reports. Moreover, the roofs of shops are used as gardens and create
a park within the region. This type of uniform planning and aesthetic treatment of building blocks is oriented towards the respect of
the surrounding urban environment.

The offices occupy the second floor. Access is either by means of the staircases on the shopping streets, or from the park
created on the roofs of the lower shops. These offices can also be turned to residential accommodation for one or two individuals,
professionals who cannot afford to maintain both residential and commercial use.

The residences occupy the remaining floors. The 2™ floor apartments can contain apartments for 2-3 people and the
remaining dwellings can accommodate up to 5 persons. The last 2 floors are connected by internal staircase. The bedrooms are on
the lower floor and the living rooms upstairs. The 7th floor contains horizontal apartments.

The uneven skyline of the buildings that follow the area’s perimeter, is the exemplar that produced the outline of the
housing volume. The housing facades materialize as large openings and bear movable wooden blinds.

On the western edge of the region, a new theater is to be constructed close to the b ancient theater and the theater of
Alcazar this can operate in direct relation to the activities that host the Pineios festival. On the roof of the theater the stands serve
as an outdoor theater overlooking the riverside zone of Pineios.

Public spaces are treated as meeting places with the goal to attract residents of the city on foot or by bicycle.

The new tracks are conceived as strolling paths of varying character. This creates a "public promenade" serving
pedestrians with direct access to shops located in the heart of the city and a "private promenade" located on the ground that will
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generate tranquility and peace. The exploitation of public space on multiple levels, not only creates additional public spaces, but
also strong visual variants in the urban landscape.

Elements such as the arcades, the wooden blinds, the trees and plants, offer protection from the sun, especially during the
increased temperatures of the hot summer months, as well as natural ventilation, and, on one hand creating a lovelier environment
for pedestrians, while on the other, improving the microclimate of the area.

If the area of the center symbolizes the present and the area of the fort the past, the study area is the intermediate space
that unites the two regions and hosts the future image of the city, while projecting onto the city’s present, its history and its
cultural identity. The very image of the city changes while we intervene in only a small fraction of its center.
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
