Abstract

This Bachelor’s Thesis lays on the literature review of the term social inclusion
and other relative concepts such as the social position of pupils with special
educational needs (SEN) in the social network of the mainstream classroom.
Examining findings of surveys carried out in different inclusion approaches, SEN
pupils were found to be less socially involved than their typically developing
peers. This fact implies the need of improving the educational practices which
are relative to the socio-emotional development of those pupils, taking into
consideration that this is the main purpose of inclusion. Also, it was necessary to
make an extensive reference in the course of the polar strategies followed by
special education in Greece, in order to reveal the effectiveness of educators in
implementing of inclusion, especially of the social inclusion.
