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Object of interest and research was originally the 'taboo' or forbidden spaces that are surrounded by a
sense of shame as to their use. The main factor of this feeling is the naked body, especially when these
spaces exceed the limits of the private.

Water as an element of redevelopment, enjoyment and cleanliness is directly linked to nudity. Spaces
such as toilets, changing rooms, baths, beaches are characterized by three common meanings: water,
nudity and public space. What would happen if we met the first two in the public places of a large urban
center? What are the urban conditions that allow the coexistence of water and the naked in urban
space? Bathing zone areas are the most tolerant of the naked body, with laws referring to the term
'bathing zone' to describe the limits of legal nudity.

The proposal-intervention takes place at a central point of a large urban center, Athens, at the
intersections of Evripidou and Diplarou streets. Following the dense and varied construction of the area
in terms of the height of the buildings, six towers were built, with their water as their common feature.
The idea evolves into three stages where each pair of buildings corresponds to a different concept.
