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The Theatre Square is located in the central district of Athens, very close to the Old
Town-hall. Its surrounding area, a remarkable center of commerce, has always been a point
of attraction for internal migrants, as well as immigrants from other countries. Its multifarious
and multicultural character was an appealing enough reason for my team to select it as a
case study for a degree thesis.

Our methodical analysis of the area (through daily observation, resident interviews,
mapping and data collecting, video recording, etc.) enabled us to understand it better and
adopt a more considerate rather than perfunctory approach to it. The particular area is a
conglomerate of many heterogeneous functions - commerce, habitation, social and
communication services, religion, and others. Different racial and social groups make regular
use of them thus creating a network of movements and activities which is typical of the
contemporary metropolises. It is this network of relationships that we take a special interest in
for our design proposal, instead of the particular ethnic identities of the immigrant-users (e.qg.,
Chinese, Pakistanis, Ethiopians, Arabs), as these identities are subject to change from year to
year.

The most remarkable inference of our analysis has to do with the interaction between
public and private spaces. So-thought of as private activities may take place in the middle of
the street (i.e., people eating on the sidewalks), while more public ones move inside and to
the upper floors of buildings (i.e., a group of twenty Pakistanis watching cricket along a
building corridor). We noticed places where one finds oneself neither "outside" nor "inside".
This kind of "in-between" spaces induce people to stay around and be exposed to
unpredictable social intercourses. The boundaries of such spaces are confused.

Moreover, it is worth noting that, although the area is primarily commercial, it has not
yielded to the attractions of the modern notion of "shopping”. The exchange of goods between
people is spontaneous and need-based, not a self-reflective procedure. Furthermore, it gives
rise to a whole network of signs and symbols in which communication plays a special role. It
is true that all the collective activities which take place in public are conceptually connected to
the function of the gaze. Nevertheless, public space is not only subject to the laws of vision,

but also to communication.

Taking all these into consideration, we formed a design proposal based on a number
of local interventions. These interventions ensure different levels of privacy to different parts
of the area while allowing for functional modifications according to individual. Specifically our

proposals include the following units:



1. Habitation: an apartment building to be constructed on the roof of a pre-existing
building block for short-term residence - capacity of 29 persons.

(Significantly private, difficult to access, hardly susceptible to modification)

2. Commerce: an open-air market (for carpets, clothes, tissues, or delicate fabrics) to
be installed on the roof of a pre-existing building.

(Public, difficult to access, very susceptible to modification)

3. Recreation: a garden (trees and running-water features) and, adjacent to it, a small
gallery. The garden is to replace an old, one-story building proposed for demolition, while the
gallery is to occupy a part of the ground floor of a pre-existing building.

(Public, easy to access, susceptible to modification)

4. Remote Communication (combined with indoor gathering areas): a number of
facilities (e g., a post-office, phone booths, internet service, a cafeteria, a foreign languages
school, a satellite television center) to be accommodated inside a dilapidated housing block
proposed for renovation and adaptive reuse.

(Public, with modulated accessibility, slightly susceptible to modification)

These proposals are tailored to the spatial qualities and the internal logic of this area
as formed by the habits (behavioral patterns) and practices of its present inhabitants. They
also take advantage of the pre-existing building fabric of the place itself. The design does not
follow any formal imperative. The built form derives from the use and is always adaptable to
the context. Finally, the boundaries between public and private are not removed; they are

negotiated and re-interpreted.
